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Dear Parents,

Last summer Pope Benedict XVI announced that the Church would observe a celebration in
honor of St. Paul the Apostle from June 28, 2008 to June 29, 2009. St. Paul the Apostle is
the patron saint of our parish, therefore this Pauline Holy Year will be of great significance to
us.

Paul was born a few years after Jesus, between the years A.D. 5 and 10. His parents were
strictly observant Jews, living in the city of Tarsus. Paul was a Roman citizen by birth and a
citizen of Tarsus. His Jewish name was Saul.

Scripture offers an invaluable primary source of Paul’s life; his letters and the Acts of the
Apostle. In addition we have several early traditions about him outside of Scripture. We first
encounter Paul in the account of the stoning of St. Stephen. After Stephen’s death, Paul was
“trying to destroy the church entering house after house and dragging out men and women to
be handed over for imprisonment” (Acts 8:3). The young man’s anger was ferocious toward
Christians. What a change took place in Paul when Christ called him.

Through your teaching and presenting Jesus to our young men and women their lives will
change also. You will see some of the changes before your eyes, other changes you won't
see as Jesus works in their hearts and souls. In this year of St. Paul we do well to remember
him with gratitude, and ask him to intercede for us to spread the word of God to the youth.

Down through the ages, the traditional image of St. Paul has shown him holding an open
book of Scripture and a sword. These symbols remind us not only of his courageous labors in
planting churches but also his invaluable role in providing the Church with, as he once called
it “the sword and the spirit which is the word of God. (Ephesians 6:17)

May the word of God enlighten our hearts, our lives and our parish this year. Thanks for

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It has come to our attention that many of our families enrolled in the Religious Education program are not
attending Mass on a regular basis. In fact, the majority of Catechists report that more than 50% of the children
in their session do not attend Mass. And in some sessions, the statistics are even greater. Some children report that
they have never been inside a Church. As Pastor, Associate Pastor and Director of Religious Education, this
saddens us greatly.

We realize that raising a young family is becoming increasingly demanding, with jobs, homework, sports, and
family activities competing for our “ free time. ” \Ne recognize that bringing your child(ren) to Religious
Education sessions weekly can be a struggle at times. \We commend you on fulfilling this parental responsibility
and applaud your efforts.

However, he Religious Education sessions cannot be a substitute for attenaling Mass. As parents, we need to
model our faith to our children — we need to live our faith. Some of the ways we model our faith are by family
prayer, living our Christian values, and /most especially, through weekly attendance at Mass. 77 care of our
Catholic faith s the Eucharist. 1t [s what separates us from all other churches. Weekly Mass attenaance Is not an
gption; it is a Church requirement. 1t is extremely difficult for the Religious Education Catechists to teach the
children about the Catholic Faith, the Sacraments, Commandments, and Community, when these children have
no lived experience from which to draw.

The Mass is the best expression of what it is to be Catholic. It is our chance to connect as community, to
worship together as family, and to celebrate Christ’s presence. More than in any other way, we believe that at
Mass Jesus is in our midst. VWe need the Mass as nourishment, for growth and energy to fuel our busy lives.
What an awesome gift and opportunity to grow! Please don’t take it for granted.

As pastors of your faith community, we are asking you to make a family commitment to attend Mass weekly.
We ask you to spend this time with us and with the Lord. 1t’s a time to be nourished by the Body and Blood of
Christ, it’s an opportunity to spend meaningful time with your own family, it's a time that gives comfort to you as
parents, it’s a time to experience a deep, loving relationship with Jesus. 1t’s a time that will help make you feel good
about yourself. 1t may be the best time of your week.

We ask you to give this letter some prayerful thought and examine your own reason(s) for sending your
child(ren) to Religious Education sessions. As Parish leaders, we are here to support our parents in the faith
development of their children. VWe are hopeful that you will come to us with any concerns you may have.

We will be visiting the sessions periodically and speaking with the children. VA/e hope to see a renewed effort to

make Mass a priority.

The Parish stands ready
to help by providing vibrant religious education sessions for the children, as well as providing
formation and informative meetings to support our parents; and the parish community
supports the parish families through volunteering as Catechists to share the faith with the
children and teens.

The Catechetical Ministry Department provides ongoing faith formation for youth of all ages —
preschool through high school, including sessions for children with special needs. The focus
or emphasis of the curriculum advances year to year, and is age appropriate. Sessions are
also available for sacrament preparation for Baptism, Reconciliation, Eucharist, and

Confirmation
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Parents should ensure that their children attend sessions regularly and on time; communicate
with the catechist and/or staff any special needs or circumstances that affect their child within
the classroom; be an active part of their children’s learning and be involved in the sessions at
the catechist’s request. Parents are expected to attend all required parent meetings and
adult formation sessions. We encourage all parents to take the online Safe ~ Environment
course (www.sbdiocese.com)

Each child is asked to respect the church property or the home of the volunteer
catechist; children are expected to cooperate and behave in ways that encourage the
learning of all in Religious Education sessions; actively participate in session activities
and discussions; attend sessions regularly and complete any assignment or home-
work; children (and Catechists!) are asked to wear appropriate clothing that is respect-
ful of church environment whether the sessions meet at the parish or in a home site.

Respect Whom God Has Made

We expect that all participants live as children of God, treating each other with respect,
courtesy and kindness. Bishop Gerald Barnes has initiated a program in Diocesan schools,
catechetical programs and youth programs aimed at promoting Christ's message of love and
respect, and discouraging children and youth from treating each other with unkind words and
attacks. He calls on children and youth to refrain from bullying and harassing each other.
The more playful teasing behavior of previous generations has turned to mean-spirited verbal
harassment today. This program is intended to be a value statement that hateful behaviors
will not be tolerated in the Catholic education or catechetical environment. Those who
engage in these behaviors will face swifter, stricter consequences.

Catechist responsibilities include:

* Providing a loving, Christian atmosphere within the learning environment so that children will

be able to grow in their faith

» Prepare and teach designated curriculum and share their faith story

» Be a Christian role model

* Communicate regularly with and involve parents in the faith development of their children.
In addition, The Diocese of San Bernardino requires all Religious Education Catechists be
fingerprinted through the Department of Justice and F.B.l., complete Safe Environment
training, and Mandated Reporter Training. As a Mandated Reporter, Catechists are required
to report any sign of child abuse to Child Protective Services. This includes suspicion of
physical or sexual abuse, child exploitation, child pornography, severe and general neglect,
extreme corporal punishment resulting in injury, willful cruelty or unjustifiable punishment;
abuse or neglect in out-of-home care.

Safetyrogram, to our Religious Education students beginning the week of *January 18 thru February 6. The
creators of the Protecting God’s Chil&#erogram developed the Touching Safetywgram. This program is
provided to us by the Diocese of San Bernardino, and is a part of our ongoing effort to help create and maintain a
safe environment for children and to protect all children from sexual abuse.

The themes that will be covered this year (in an age-appropriate way, of course) are:

1) Internet Safety

For children entering the Religious Education in grade one or grade two, it is a three year process. Introduction to
the Faith (year one), Preparation for the Sacrament of Reconciliation (year two), and Preparation for Eucharist/First
Communion (year three).

Older Sacrament Preparation - The Sacrament Preparation Program is for children in 3" Grade or above, who are
entering the Religious Education Program for the first time. The Sacrament Preparation Program is a *two year
program to prepare the participants for receiving the sacraments of Reconciliation (Confession/Penance) and
Eucharist (First Communion). The first year of study is an introduction to the faith. During the second year of
study the participants will be prepared for, and receive both sacraments — Reconciliation & Eucharist.

Second Year Study — During the second year the participants will prepare for receiving the sacraments of Reconciliation
(Penance/Confession) and First Communion. Main themes include a covenant relationship with God, Ten Commandments examination of
conscience, types of sin, making choices, contrition, doing penance, absolution; understanding the Mass, holy days, Liturgy of the Word,
Mass as a sacrificial meal, parish, presence of Jesus in Eucharist, prayer and celebrating the Eucharist

Confirmation sessions begin in the Sophomore/10th grade with Confirmation 1, followed by Confirmation 2. The
Diocese of San Bernardino’s Confirmation policy states that Confirmation candidates must be 16 years of age or
older at the time of confirmation.

Step One: Inquiry

Register child with Catechetical Ministry Office
Director/Coordinator interviews family & will place child in first year Religious Education—grade level with
peers. Grades 3-12:

Children attend Religious Education sessions the entire time they are in the RCIA process. Parents will be
asked to attend 4 faith formation gatherings with their child throughout the year. When a decision is made
by the parent and child to continue faith formation, and there is a desire to continue more intense study of
the Catholic faith, the child will:

e Obtain a sponsor or godparents

« Participate in The Rite of Acceptance into the Catechumens

»  Children will remain in this discernment process for approximately one year

Step Two. Celebration of the Sacraments

Now Catechumens, the child(ren) will learn more specifics
about the Catholic faith, especially the sacraments. In addition to the Child attending Religious Education
session during the week, the child will also:

1) attend Mass each Sunday & “Breaking Open of the Word” session after the homily

2) Attend Rite of Election (first Sunday of Lent)

3) Child and parent(s) will attend a Eucharist Retreat

4) Child receives the Rites of Initiation (Baptism, Confirmation, Eucharist) at the Easter vigil

Step Three. Post-Baptismal Catechesis or Mystagogy

Child/teen returns to receive catechesis to prepare for the sacrament of Reconciliation, and return each year for continued
ongoing faith formation. For children, infant through age 6, who are not baptized, please contact the parish office for a Baptism
date and schedule. Children over the age of reason (age 7) must attend Religious Education sessions/ RCIA prior to being

baptized.
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The Catechetical Ministry Office will begin accepting registration for 2010-2011 catechetical sessions
Sunday, August 1, 2010. Registration remains open throughout the year. All families enrolled in
Religious Education sessions are required

All those involved in religious education - students, parents, catechists - are expected to be
present for all events. This includes class time, regular and special meetings, rites, rehearsals,
etc. Too many absences send a message about the importance and the commitment of the
individual.

We allow 3 excused absences. More than 3 absences indicate a lack of interest. Parents are
asked to contact the Catechetical Ministry Office if a child will be absent from class (909) 465-
5503 ext 6370. The Office will notify the Catechist.

Excused Absences includes a student’s iliness or death in the family. All doctor/dentist
appointments need to be scheduled for time other than the child’s class time.

Perfect attendance awards are given at the end of the year for children who physically attend all
scheduled sessions. Excused absences and/or make-up assignments are not recognized as
perfect attendance.

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If a child misses a session, a copy of the chapter work is available from the Catechist.
Parents are asked to review the chapter work with the child, turn in the child’'s
assignment, and parents are asked to include a written explanation (paragraph) of what
material was covered.

*Registered members — Parishioners who regularly worship at St. Paul the Apostle parish and have
completed the parish family registration form and received a parish identification number.
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Parent's COOPERATION is asked regarding the safety of the children which is our primary
concern. We ask that all children be dropped off & picked up ON TIME.

Our parish has seen a tremendous change in demographics over the past few years with the
opening of “THE SHOPPES” and Civic Center right next door to the parish. Our parish is not as
secluded as it once used to be. Therefore, in a greater effort to ensure safety for our children,
all parents are asked to SIGN IN and SIGN OUT their child(ren) (preschool through eighth
grade). A parent/guardian should accompany the child to the room  and sign in.

Participants in High School sessions (9" grade, Confirmation 1 and Confirmation 2) are
required to sign in when they arrive to class, and sign out before they leave.

Children who attend home site sessions and walk to and/or from the catechist’s home must
have a letter signed by the parent giving permission and taking responsibility for their child to
arrive/leave the class on their own. A letter should be on file with the Catechist and the
Catechetical Ministry Office.

We ask that you walk your child to the door. Please do not drop off your children in the parking

lot and let them walk across the parking lot unattended. It is the parent’s responsibility to stay
with the child until the Catechist has arrived.

Parents that drop off children at home site classes are asked to walk their child to the
Catechist’s door and verify that the Catechist is home and the session is on schedule. SIGN
IN!

If you have an emergency and must be late please call and notify the office immediately so that
arrangements may be made for your child’s safety. Children will only be released to a parent or
guardian, or someone that has been designated on the emergency card. SIGN OUT!! If you
are sending someone to pick up your child(ren) that is not on the notification card, please send
a written note.

We ask that you pick up your child ON TIME. Our volunteer catechists have families waiting for
them. If your child attends classes at the parish center, and you are more than ten minutes late,
your child will be taken to the Catechetical Ministry Office. If your child is left for more than a
half an hour and we are not able to locate you with the phone numbers you provided with your
registration packet, we will need to notify the police department and file a child abandonment
report.

We highly encourage our parents to set a good example to their children by putting their faith
enrichment before sports and other after school activities. If a child needs to leave early, the
parent/guardian must give a signed note (stating the reason, time, date, and catechist’'s name
and room location) to the Catechetical Ministry Office. If your child’s class meets on the parish
grounds, your child should be picked up in the Catechetical Ministry Office and signed out by
the parent/guardian. Your child will be released only to those persons whose names are
listed on the emergency card.

Best efforts are made to ensure that all classes are held as scheduled. However, there are
occasions when a catechist has to cancel (illness, death in the family, etc.). If we are not able
to find a substitute for the session, we will notify the parent/guardian by phone calls from the
Catechetical Ministry Office.

If there are conflicts between children, parents and teachers, they must first be addressed (and
hopefully resolved) between the catechist/parent and/or child.

Diocesan Policy requires that all adults working around children need to be fingerprinted and
attend Safe Environment training. Any parent who wants to stay or sit-in on a Religious

Education session must meet these requirements.

If there
is no table or desk nearby, sit on the floor against an interior wall away from windows,
bookcases, or tall furniture that could fall on you. Teach children to DROP, COVER, and
HOLD ON.

3. Take afirst aide class from your local Red Cross chapter.

4. Be informed as to the location of the fire extinguisher in the building you are teaching.
